Gateway Assessment


Gateway 1:  Entrance Interview and Portfolio

Teacher candidates must apply for admission to the teacher education program by the second semester of the sophomore year or before taking 300 level courses for students in non-traditional programs.  Criteria include a cumulative grade point average of at least 2.50 for students entering the program beginning fall, 2006; Maryland State required scores on Praxis I (reading, mathematics and writing tests), formal application, admission portfolio and successful performance in a group interview.


Gateway 2:  Pre-Internship Portfolio

Teacher candidates must maintain at least a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 and demonstrate teacher dispositions as well as proof of background clearance in order to enter Internship I.


Gateway 3:  Transitional Portfolio

Teacher candidates must have completed a successful Internship I as measured by GPA, INTASC Checklist and Disposition Checklist.


Gateway 4:  Program Completion Portfolio

Teacher candidates must have completed a successful Internship II.  Additional requirements include:  Specialized Professional Association Portfolio, Student Work Sample Analysis, Action Research and passing scores on Praxis II (Content Knowledge and Content Area Exercises).

Certification

Only program completers may obtain teacher certification.  A program completer is the teacher candidate who has completed all program requirements, including the submission of official passing Praxis II scores for the state of Maryland.  It is imperative that students designate Mount St. Mary’s University and the MSDE as score recipients.
