Stage Four

Stage Four Emphasis:  Here candidates put into practice the co-planning and co-teaching model.  Planning and delivery become an extensive component of the internship experience.  There is an emphasis on reflection.  Here candidates move to being able to adjust the plan as needed during instruction.  Lastly, candidates examine how their instruction impacts student learning.

Stage Five

If a candidate regresses during Stage Five, the candidate will return to Stage Four.
