	"ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla. -- Ted Sink Sr., 93, died peacefully after a long illness on Feb. 19, 2011, in St. Augustine, Fla. He was born Sept. 16, 1917, in Brooklyn, N.Y., and grew up in Brooklyn and Forrest Hills, N.Y. Family members include his second wife, Phoebe Sink of St. Augustine; brother Joseph Sink of Alpha, Fla.; nine remaining children, Jennifer Luiz of Tucson, Ariz., Ted Sink Jr. of Portsmouth, N.H., Stephen Sink of New York City, Nicholas Sink of Quincy, Mass., Elizabeth McCann of St. Augustine, Fla., Melissa Mosley of Barrington, N.H., Matthew Sink of Manchester, N.H., Timothy Sink of Concord, N.H., and Chuck Sink of Contoocook, N.H.; many grandchildren and great-grandchildren. He was predeceased by his first wife, Phyllis Pearson; and three sons, Joseph, Jonathan and Quentin.
