The John DuBois Medal is presented by the National Alumni Association of Mount St. Mary’s University 
to honor the founder and to celebrate the spirit of Mount St. Mary’s, which has presented to the world 
new visions and dreams that challenge the intellect and imagination while preserving the realization that 
God is seen in all things. The recipient of the John DuBois Medal shall be an individual who has earned 
national, regional or community recognition for his or her distinguished and meritorious service to either 
our nation, church, state, community or fellow man and whose recognition as a recipient of this award 
will bring honor to Mount St. Mary’s University.
